Art Detective or Ways of Seeing Skills

Familiarise pupils with the Gallery and develop skills in looking, thinking and finding more out about art in this popular workshop. Between Kismet and Karma: South Asian women artists respond to conflict   


6 March – 9 May 2010


The exhibition showcases the work of eight trailblazing South Asian women artists, much of which has not been shown in the UK before. It includes artists from four South Asian countries:  Bangladesh, India, Pakistan and Sri Lanka - Shilpa Gupta (India), Naiza Khan (Pakistan), Tayeba Begum Lipi (Bangladesh), Yasmine Kabir (Bangladesh), Anoli Perera (Sri Lanka), Sujeewa Kumari Weerasinghe (Sri Lanka), Sadia Salim (Pakistan), and Priya Sen (India).





Between Kismet and Karma: South Asian women artists respond to conflict  explores “everyday aspects of life in South Asia that people negotiate and contest.  Historically, people here have not only identified with their own nation but also with displaced communities across the world. Increasing urbanisation across South Asia has led to competition over scarce resources in the face of environmental degradation.  Communities are divided along gender, ethnicity, religion and class politics which constantly threaten inter-communal harmony.  South Asian women live between and within these different conflicts. In addition, their experience of conflict is intensified by how they have been caught in the relationship between ‘tradition’ and ‘modernity’.” (Shisha)  Between Kismet and Karma is a programme made through a curatorial partnership between Shisha, the international agency for contemporary South Asian crafts and visual arts and the University of Leeds..
