
The games in Count Me In – 1   
introduce young children to a variety 
of maths skills – sequencing of 
numbers, counting, matching, colour 
recognition and size comparison.  
 

Activity 1 - Duckling Counting Rhyme 
Aim:  
Children will be able to look at and listen to/participate in the counting involved in the rhyme. 
Activity: 
Look at the 5 little ducks on the pond. Listen and watch what happens to them. (Adult reads 
rhyme and takes off one duck. Next time child can take off ducks.) “How many ducks now?”

Activity 2 - Duck Family/ Counting Cards 
Aim:             
Through play and looking at the counting cards the children will count to four and observe the 
colours of the ducks. 
Activity: 
“Can you give me one duck?”, two ducks, etc. 
“Count with me – one, two, three ducks” etc. 
Which is the biggest duck? 
Match the ducks to those on the cards. 
Language 
Count;  one, two, three, four;  Biggest;   Red, blue, green, yellow. 

Activity 3 - Looking at Animals and their Babies  

Aim:          
Children will be able to look at animals and listen to associated language.    
Activity:         
Which animal is Mummy?  Which animal is her baby? How many babies does Mummy have?“  
Count with me”       
Who is bigger - smaller?
