Some key things to note across the area as a whole 
 

• Generally an improving picture across the area, however all 3 SOAs have seen their 
Crime domain rankings fall  

 
Some key things to note within individual SOAs 
 
E01011334: Stanningley Road / Stations / Rosemont Road (N.B. only part of this SOA is 
contained in the INM area) 

• With a rank of 5,932 (3 places higher than in 2004) this SOA remains in the 20% 
most deprived nationally on the Index of Multiple Deprivation 

 
• Crime and a poor living environment continue to be the main issues in this area, 

although an improvement in the Living Environment domain ranking (from 950 in 
2004 to 1,611 in 2007) has seen it lifted out of the 3% bracket and into the 10% 

 
• However a fall of over 1,900 places in the Crime domain ranking has seen the SOA 

drop into the most deprived 3% nationally in this respect 
 

E01011336: Stanningley Road / Stations / Rosemont Road (N.B. only part of this SOA is 
contained in the INM area) 

• This SOA has seen a slight fall in its Index of Multiple Deprivation ranking from 4,509 
in 2004 to 4,398 in 2007 and remains in the most deprived 20% nationally 

 
• Education and Crime would appear to be the main issues facing the area with the 

SOA remaining in the most deprived 10% nationally in both domains, it has also 
fallen into the 10% bracket for Income Deprivation Affecting Older People 

 
E01011337: Fairfields (N.B. only part of this SOA is contained in the INM area) 

• An improvement of 832 places has seen this SOA move from a rank of 417 in 2004 
to 1,249 in 2007,  lifting from the 3% to the 10% bracket on the Index of Multiple 
Deprivation 

 
• Its rankings have improved in every domain except Crime where it has fallen from 

590 in 2004 to 75 in 2007 
 
• The SOA remains in the most deprived 3% nationally in both the Education and 

Crime domains 
 
• Notable improvements have been made in the Income and Employment domains 

with an improvement of over 1,500 places being sufficient to lift it out of the 3% 
bracket in the Income Deprivation domain 

 
• However the most significant improvement has been in the Living Environment 

domain where its ranking has improved by over 7,000 places from 2,167 in 2004 to
