
Street Athletics Event in West Leeds –  
 8th June, Wyther Park Road Community House 

On Monday 8th June, the West Leeds Street Athletics and Community Event took place 
at Wyther Park Road Community House in Armley. The event was organised by the 
Community Sports Officer for the area Andrew Scanlon. 

 

The Street Athletics event  incorporated  a series of time trial races for each age group, 
young people aged 8 to 19 years old split  into four age group categories (U20s, U17s, 
U15s and U13s) for boys and girls. Each participant took part in a 60m sprint as well as 
other athletic based activities including the standing long jump and a speed agility test. 

Working in Partnership with key organisations in the area, BARCA Leeds, Leeds 
Federated Housing, The Youth Service, Leeds Healthy Living Network, Breeze (PAYP), 
Out of School Activities Team, Leeds West North West Homes, the Community Policing 
Team and the PCT. 
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As well as the Street Athletics programme there was also other activities going on 
during the day which included a Healthy BBQ provided by the Healthy Living Network 
Team, fairground games, face painting and Information on Men’s Health and smoking 
related issues.
