APPENDIX C

Landscape Design Framework
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Guidance:

Active building frontages are to be located at strategic focal points.
Frontages should accomodate ground floor uses having direct
interaction with outside, eg offices, reception areas. Buildings to be
orientated towards main approach routes and have appropriate
frontage landscaping.
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Signage and street furniture: clear signage to be co-ordinated
with street furniture. Lights, signs and cctv to be accommodated on
same columns where possible to reduce street clutter.

Fencing and Security: Boundaries adjacent to footpaths and highways
should be of appropriate high quality, eg railings with brick piers or plastic
coated weldmesh. Steel palisade fencing is not appropriate. Active
frontages should be kept open and security provided by using natural
suveillance or cctv. Building lines are to be utilised as the physical security
boundary with security fencing or walling confined to the rear and set
behind or within plantings.
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Landscaping: New plantations are to follow a rationalised format, and

follow the 3 tiers outlined under the Design Guide for Aire Valley Leeds:

e Structure planting to define and provide a rational framework.
Planting based on the natural landscape and using local native
species.

e  Local landscape structure providing form within each block to
create streetscapes.

e  Plot planting to create the setting, softening and screening for each
individual development, relating to the scale of the building.
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Width and mass of planting is indicated on the drawing and should be
read with drawings 450558/3 and 4. Service lines (including cctv
cables) are to be located away from plantations, and planting areas are
to be protected from redevelopment by the creation of "no build" zones.
