The table below looks at the 27 locations with over 10,000 benefit claimants in May 2011: It considers the change in claimants since the start of the recession in 2008 and the change over the last year.

· In May 2011 Leeds had the 3rd highest number of claimants , but the 4th lowest claimant proportion

· Between the start of the recession in 2008 and May 2011, the claimant count increased by 9,670 – the third highest behind Birmingham and Glasgow. The claimant proportion increased by 1.8 percentage points, the 3rd lowest among the 27 locations.

· Between May 2010 and 2011, the claimant count fell by 2,260 – one of only four locations to show a fall.
