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Road Safety
Road safety has many different aspects and is delivered by various teams/individuals from across the council and also by external partner agencies and broadly falls into 3 categories – Education, Engineering and Enforcement.
Education

The Road Safety Promotion Team is responsible for the delivery of road safety related Education, Training and Publicity for Leeds City Council and much of this work is delivered in schools e.g. Pedestrian skills training, Bikeability cycle training and classroom based lessons. In addition, this team also develops and delivers appropriate publicity campaigns to address local, regional and national road casualty issues in conjunction with other agencies i.e. West Yorkshire Police, West Yorkshire Fire and Rescue Service and The Highways Agency, to name but a few.

Engineering

Road safety engineering is primarily supported by the Traffic Engineering Section working with Transport Policy and Design Services to identify and delivery measures to improve the operation and safety of the highway e.g. Provision of pedestrian crossing facilities, signalised junctions, cycle lanes etc.
Enforcement

This is predominantly the responsibility of West Yorkshire Police and the Vehicle and Operator Services Agency (VOSA) although Leeds City Council’s Parking Services are responsible for the enforcement of parking restrictions across the district.  Road safety cameras (for speed and traffic light violations) are operated by the West Yorkshire Safety Camera Partnership across the county.
