Family Tree Setting the Scene

Lotherton Hall used to be the home of the Gascoigne 
family who bought it in 1825. 

The chapel outside the front door dates back to the 
12th century and is all that remains of a medieval 
village here. 

The front door of the house faces on to what was once 
a village street. The hall took on its present form from 
1893 onwards, when Colonel Frederick Gascoigne 
inherited the property and extended the house and 
gardens.

In 1968 the Gascoigne Family presented the Hall to 
the City of Leeds, together with its park, garden and 
art collections. These, along with other items owned 
by the City of Leeds, provide a lasting testimony to an 
ancient Yorkshire family.

Explore the charming Edwardian rooms for yourself 
and imagine living and working in this beautiful and 
comfortable residence.
